OVERVIEW

The Rural Municipality of Eriksdale had its beginnings in 1904, when Swedish pioneer
Jonas Erikson built a log cabin immediately north of the present village of Eriksdale site.
His son, Manny, built his cabin a short distance away and numerous early pioneers spent
the first night of their stay in this new land, in "Manny's Shack". Though many pioneers
came from Sweden, many other nationalities came also. Today no one nationality
dominates.

Today the R. M. of Eriksdale depends on the agriculture and fishing industries as its
economic foundation. The community continues to develop its growing tourism industry.

There are many organizations and facilities in the R. M. of Eriksdale that residents may
frequent to stay busy in all seasons of the year. With a focus on sports, the organizations
and activities offer something for children, young people, and adults.

During the winter months there are various sports to partake in: hockey, curling, figure
skating, snowmobiling, ice-fishing and cross country skiing. Different levels of most team
sports exist to accommodate a wide range of ages that play them. Summer sports include:
baseball, water sports, swimming, and other favorite games such as horseshoes. Eriksdale
has a very popular slo-pitch league, and also hosts a few baseball tournaments each year.

Eriksdale has a very active equestrian society that holds events throughout the warmer
months. Horse shows, sales, and a rodeo are some things with which the society is
involved.

The Eriksdale Recreation Centre houses a banquet room, a main hall, and curling rink with
artificial ice, a skating rink and a rotunda that accommodates a year-round youth centre and
canteen.

McEwen Memorial Park is a lovely place to stop and relax or to spend the night in one of
the ten campsites. Campers have the opportunity to have a picnic in the quiet surroundings
or utilize the ball park and horseshoe pits. Catch an equestrian show or rodeo event within
the 15 acre park.

Long Point Public Beach, west of Eriksdale, is a beautiful place with sand bars and an
abundance of bird life. Long Point Water Safety provides Red Cross swimming lessons the
last two weeks in July.

The Eriksdale Creamery Museum has a display of local artifacts, archives, as well as
souvenirs. The museum has purchased the local creamery and will provide tours to
interested visitors.

For Seniors, the New Horizons Club initiates activities such as bridge, quilting, and a
congregate meal program. A Community Resource Coordinator facilitates many other
services.

The Annual Corn Festival in late summer is a great attraction and the first of its kind in the
Interlake. February brings the winter carnival with an ice-show, hockey tournaments, a
dance, and crowning of the Carnival Queen.

INFRASTRUCTURE
The town of Eriksdale has a two cell
sewage lagoon that was recently
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expanded due to growth of the town. It
now has a holding capacity of 35,000
m3. Rural residents use private wells
for drinking water, and usually a septic
tank or field for sewage disposal.

Town streets are paved, and sidewalks
in the business section are made from
paving stone.

Cellular phone service is located at the
Eriksdale tower, as well as fiber optic
cable. High speed internet.

ENERGY

Hydro / Electric: Manitoba Hydro
provides full service to the Eriksdale
Region. This and oil are the primary
means of space heating in the region
although wood has always been a
popular supplementary source.

Hydro Rates: Basic residential rate (up
to 200 amp service) is $6.85.

Exceeding 200 amp $13.70, plus energy
charge of 6.62 cents/kWh. General
Service, Medium (non-residential):

Basic charge of $27.60/month. 6.96
cents for first 11,000 kWh, 4.84 cents for
next 8,500 kWh and 3.15 cents for
balance.

Natural Gas/Propane: Natural Gas is
not available in this part of the Interlake.
Propane is available in bulk and is used
by a number of high energy consumers.

MUNICIPAL SERVICES

Fire: Eriksdale Fire Department is a
large, well equipped volunteer fire
department with 15 volunteer fire
fighters.

Police: Lundar RCMP detachment is
staffed by one sergeant and four
constables.

Refuse: Weekly pickup within town
limits, and bi-weekly in rural areas.

Ambulance:  Service provided by the
East Shore Ambulance Co-op from
Lundar.

EDUCATION

Students in the R. M. of Eriksdale attend
the Eriksdale School which is a part of
the Lakeshore School Division.
Lakeshore also operates facilities in
Moosehorn, Ashern, Lundar, Fisher
Branch and Inwood. The Eriksdale
School offers Kindergarten and Grade 8
and then transition to Lundar School for
high school. Enrollment in Eriksdale
School for 2010 was 141 and in
enrollment for Lundar School for 2010
was 280 students. For information
regarding the Division please contact:

A Carpentry Vocational Program is
available through Lundar School.

Access to tele-conference courses
through the University of Manitoba, Red
River Community College courses and
Computer and Accounting courses are
available.

The Eriksdale Computer lab has a
computer lab consisting of 30 computers
directly connected to the Internet.
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There is an extensive school sports
program and the students participate in
science fairs, Christmas concerts, the
Great Northern Interlake Festival of the
Arts as well as a variety of excursions.

Eaglets Daycare opened Oct. 2009 and
currently offers 18 preschool spaces
and 6 infant spaces. The daycare is
open from 7:30 am D5:30 pm, Monday
through Friday. Four to six qualified and
trained employees work at the location.

The Eriksdale Nursery School is located
at Eriksdale School and offers two
programs. Three school is a program
for three year old children and Building
A Bridge is a program for children four
years old who will be entering
Kindergarten.

Campus Manitoba Eriksdale Center,
located right on Railway Avenue, officially
opened July of 1999, offering University
courses via interactive Learn Linc for the
citizens of the West Interlake. Take
courses for interest or begin working on a
degree from University of Manitoba,
Brandon University or University of
Winnipeg. Campus Manitoba is also
affiliated with other Canadian Universities.

HEALTH CARE

Community Health Care is
administered by the Provincial
Department of Health - consisting of:

60 1 Public Health Nurse - in
Eriksdale/Lundar;
0 1 parttime
Supervisor (Nurse);
0 1 Home Care Case Co-ordinator -
who co-ordinates the activities of 1 R.N.;
0 1 Home Care Resource Co-
ordinator - who co-ordinates the
activities of more than 18 Home Care
Attendants - with access to visiting
Physiotherapist, Occupational Therapist
and Psychogeriatric team services.

Continuing  Care

Mental Health is serviced by:

0 one adult Mental Health Worker,
and one child and adolescent Mental
Health Worker - who utilize the services
of numerous mental health resources in
Winnipeg and the Interlake. This team
includes a Mobile Crisis Unit and a

Crisis Stabilization Unit.

The hospital has a 13 bed facility, with a
palliative care suite and a 20 bed
personal care home attached. There is
a medical clinic in Eriksdale which is
usually staffed by two physicians.

A physiotherapist visits Eriksdale and
provides services to in and out patients
one day per week. The Community
Services Office is also located in the
hospital. The East Shore Ambulance
provides service to the residents of
Eriksdale. A hearing specialist,
physiotherapist, dietician, home care
services, community resources, district
health nurse, mental health coordinator,
crisis and abuse resource centre, red
Cross, AA/AI-Anon, optometrist,
handivan service, and a Manitoba
Government Lab & X-ray service are
some of the services provided in the
area.

Other members of this dynamic multi-
disciplinary team, are part of the Family
Services component. They are: 2 Child
and Family Service social workers, 1
Vocational Rehabilitation/Children's
Special  Services/Community  Living
(services for persons who are mentally
challenged) social worker, 1 1/2 clerical
staff as well as 1 visiting Income
Security and 1 Probation Officer. The
team provides services primarily from
St. Laurent to Gypsumville - including all
communities along PTH #6 and west to
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R. M. of Eriksdale

HEALTH CARE (cont.)

The E.M. Crowe Hospital and the Eriksdale Personal Care Home are operated by the

Interlake Regional Health Authority, who also maintain health care facilities in Ashern,
Lundar and Gypsumville.

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Eriksdale 4 -Plex - This new 55+ four-plex located in Eriksdale offers units that are
spacious at 1,100 square feet, and house some very environmentally friendly features.
The entire building uses a geothermal heating and cooling system, low flush toilets, and
extra insulation in the walls. Not only are they environmentally friendly but offer features
specifically designed for the 55+ crowd. The units are wheel chair accessible, offer two
bedrooms, large storage area, in suite laundry, and large front and rear decks.
Occupants also have space for a garden. By designing the units so everything is on
one floor and easily accessed, the units have attracted many potential occupants and
have been filled.

AGRICULTURE

Agriculture and its related businesses continue to be the major economic activity in the
Western Interlake. The relatively low land prices, the ability of this land to produce high
quality forage crops, the abundance of clean water, and the stable cattle prices have
combined to make this area one of the best beef producing areas in the country. The
major products produced in this region are agricultural products, specifically grain, hay,
forage seed, livestock and PMU (Pregnant Mares Urine).

The production of cattle is perhaps the most important agricultural sector in the Western
Interlake. Cattle farmers in the R. M. of Eriksdale Agriculture District managed
approximately 11,514 cattle in 2006.

The majority of cattle produced locally are feeder cattle and are purchased by feedlots
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta, Ontario and the United States.

Veterinary clinics are located in Lundar and Ashern, providing services for small and
large animals.

The R. M. of Eriksdale reported $6,693,742 in Farm Cash Receipts in 2006. The
following table lists the grain acreage.

The Eriksdale Consumers Co-op was formed in the early 1950's. In the beginning of
2007 Eriksdale Co-op merged with the Arborg Co-op to create the Interlake Consumers
Co-op. The Co-op sells groceries, hardware, clothing, farm supplies and petroleum.

The Eriksdale Credit Union Ltd. was established
in 1972 with three employees. On October 1,
2010, Eriksdale Credit Union amalgamated with
Credit Unions from Arborg, Gimli and Riverton to
form Noventis Credit Union. The Eriksdale
Branch currently employs 14 employees. A new
7,200 square foot building was built in Eriksdale
in November of 1998 and includes a full service
ATM machine.

Canada to Eriksdale. Percy Moggey is a convict turned folk-lore hero. He is one of the

first people to put Eriksdale on the map. Walking tours are available, with the potential

of horse and tractor pulled tours in the future.
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
